Artemis Diana goddess of the hunt, nature, deer, bow and arrow,
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Hephaestus | Vulcan god of the forge, fire, and hammer, anvil, smithing
craftsmen tongs, volcanoes, donkeys

Hera Juno goddess of marriage and COows, peacocks, crowns,
families; queen of the heavens scepters

Hermes Mercury herald of the gods; messenger caduceus, tortoises,
god winged sandals, satchels

Hestia Vesta goddess of the hearth, fire, and flaming hearth, candles,
home pIgs

Poseidon Neptune | god of the sea, horses, and trident, dolphins, horses
earthquakes; king of the sea

Zeus Jupiter god of the skies, thunder, and eagles, bulls, oak trees,

law & order; king of the heavens
