Adobe house

Early adobe houses
were made of stone.
Later, they were built
of bricks made of clay,
soil, and straw.

Tipi

A fipi was a fent made of
wooden poles, covered with
animal skins. It could be taken

Plank house

A plank house was made of cedar wood.

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Wigwam

A wigwam was a dome-shaped building
