	 Hoover Dam is a famous landmark in the U.S. states of  
Arizona and Nevada. It is a huge concrete dam. It is about 30  
miles (48 kilometers) southeast of Las Vegas, Nevada. Hoover Dam  
is named after President Herbert Hoover. Around 7 million people visit the  
dam each year.

	 Hoover Dam was built between 1931 and 1936. It is on the borders of Arizona and 
Nevada in the Black Canyon of the Colorado River. Thousands of people worked 
together to build the dam. 

	 Hoover Dam controls floods and provides water for farming. Moving water passes 
through the dam to make electricity. This kind of power is known as hydroelectric 
power. Over 1 million people get power from the dam.
