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The Maritimes 
Working Pony

T hey are as rugged as their 
maritime home and its  

people. The Newfoundland pony 
is beloved for its strength,  
courage, and common sense. It 
is a valued part of the province’s 
history.

Settlers brought different 
breeds of ponies with them to 
the shores of Newfoundland. 
These ponies adapted well to 
their harsh new home. They 
crossed for hundreds of years 
and passed down their best traits. 
This created a sturdy new breed. 
The sure-footed new pony was 
well-suited to the climate along 
the North Atlantic.

Newfoundland ponies stand 
about 3.5 to 4.5 feet tall (about 
105–140 cm). They weigh  
between 400 and 800 pounds 
(180–360 kg). They have thick 
manes, low-set tails, and  
stone-hard hooves. While often 
shades of brown, they can also 

be shades of black, gray, and 
white. Some ponies’ heavy coats 
even change color with the  
seasons.

The ponies once provided a 
major source of horsepower. They 
were quick to learn and easy to 
handle. Many worked with local 
farmers and fishermen. Ponies 
pulled plows, carts, and wagons 
full of wood, rocks, and fishing 
nets. Others worked in the mines 
and wood mills.

Owners used to turn their  
ponies out to fend for themselves 
when not working. This saved 
them money. The ponies formed 
herds and lived wild off the land 
for months. The loyal ponies 
would then be called back to 
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work when needed.

Over time, modern machines 
began to put Newfoundland’s 
pony out of work. Owners faced 
pressure to stop their ponies from 
breeding. New anti-roaming laws 
kept them from turning their po-
nies out when not in use. Some 
owners couldn’t afford to care for 
their ponies year-round. The meat 
truck offered the best price for 
those looking to sell.

In 1997, the province passed  
an act to protect the  
Newfoundland pony. Now  
owners need a permit to take 
a pony out of the province. This 
helps make sure they only go to 
good homes and breeders. The 
act also put in place a process  
to register, promote, and protect 
the breed. These duties are  
handled by the Newfoundland 
Pony Society.
